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Improved work time reporting

Based on the innovations for the digital tachograph support TomTom WORK took the opportunity to 
improve the work time display for PND reporting customers as well. The vehicle detail panel shows the 
daily working time at a glance. This helps customers to easily assign orders to the driver with the best bal-
ance of remaining working time and distance to destination.

The TomTom WEBFLEET working time list and the PDF report are extended with detailed information 
about all work and pause intervals including times and positions.
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The PDF report also shows aggregated times for each work state for every single day and the total report 
duration. Since it shows start and end positions with the distance for any work interval that report is also 
useful as a trip report/logbook per driver – “Which vehicle was he driving at a given point in time and has 
that been business or private use?”.
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Dashboard “Drill down” allows the click through to event 
detail level

The Dashboard is a great tool to get the big picture at a glance. With TomTom WEBFLEET 2.8.1 it also allows 
to drill down one step further: You can actually investigate any single event or trip that caused the KPI that 
you care about. 

Just one example: With TomTom WEBFLEET 2.7 you were able to figure out that on Oct 12th there have 
been more driving events than usual in the group “DigiTacho” and that the vehicle “TACHO1 ...” was mainly 
responsible for that.

You could also check the list for “TACHO1 ...” and sort the events by severity. However, if you wanted more 
details about e.g. the most severe event you had to go to the vehicle details of “TACHO1 ...”, select “Trips”, 
go the tab “Driving events”, filter for October 12th and click the event there. 
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With TomTom WEBFLEET 2.8.1 you just click the event or trip you care about and you will get all the details 
and a map view showing the location or the trail. Of course you can switch back and forth between the list 
and other events in no time. Try it out, it’s really handy and saves a lot of time!
